When you use the website, the following data is logged and stored in log files: IP address, date,
time and duration of access, information on the operating system or browser used, URL of the
previously visited website, name of the retrieved file, transferred data volume, device-specific
information and other usage data. We need this data for technical reasons for the

operation and maintenance of the website and for the prevention and investigation of illegal use
of the website.

We use cookies on our website. These are small text files that are stored on your device and
record information about the visitors and their use of our website.

We do that to reflect any changes to our use
of your Personal Data or to comply with changes in the law.
